Cash for Schools - Community Programs

Holy Rosary Academy participates in several programs offered by merchants and companies that enable schools to earn cash for its various projects and programs or school equipment.  All parents and friends of the Academy are encouraged to help in this regard by saving labels from product packages or receipts from the various merchants or companies listed below, and turning them in to the school on a regular basis.  As a reminder to keep those receipts and labels coming in, the programs in which the Academy participates are as follows:

KROGER CARES

The Academy has been participating in the "Kroger Cares" gift card program for several years.  The program has been very successful for HRA. The gift cards are initially purchased through Holy Rosary Academy, and HRA receives benefit when the cards are "recharged" or "reloaded" at the Kroger stores.  Remember to continually recharge your gift card; this can be done at the customer service desk or in the grocery line BEFORE your groceries are scanned.  Contact the school office for more information.
PUBLIX PARTNERS

Holy Rosary Academy has participated in this program for a few years.  HRA receives benefit (based on the amount of the grocery sales) each time the special HRA/Publix card is presented and scanned at the beginning of the grocery transaction. This is not a gift card. TARGET STORES & Online

If you have a Target credit card, please be sure to participate in Target's "Take Charge of Education" program.  By designating Holy Rosary Academy on your application, the Academy can earn 1% of your purchases in cash!  The Academy earns several hundred dollars each year from this program.  Also available is a Target VISA card.  This card can be used to charge items at Target (1% of charges to HRA) or anywhere else VISA is accepted (designate HRA on the application for Target to donate 1/2% of charges to HRA).

GENERAL MILLS

Schools earn $.10 for each box top submitted to General Mills for certain General Mills, Betty Crocker and Yoplait yogurt products.  A list of participating products can be found on the website at www.boxtops4education.com.  Just look for (and clip) the "Box Tops for Education" label found on eligible products.   Be sure to turn in your labels on a regular basis as they do have expiration dates. Also, General Mills offers the "Box Tops for Education Marketplace" whereby on-line shoppers can earn cash for schools by shopping from several major retailers through its web site www.boxtops4education.com   General Mills will donate a percentage of purchases to the Academy.  Area grocery stores often offer incentives for bonus box tops labels.  Those labels also have expiration dates, so be sure to turn them in promptly as well.

CAMPBELL'S

Holy Rosary Academy submits labels, lids or UPC symbols from participating Campbell's soup and other products to earn playground equipment.  Look for the "Labels for Education" coupon on participating products.  Be sure to clip the entire product label or turn in the entire lid, etc. as specified in the eligible product list.  A list of the eligible products will be included in an upcoming family folder.

TYSON

Look for and clip the Project A+ symbol on Tyson frozen chicken products.  Schools earn $.24 per label. 

CICI’S PIZZA

Holy Rosary Academy also participates, during the school year, in monthly “spirit nights” at the CiCi’s Pizza location in Hermitage. If your family dines at CiCi’s that evening, you simply put your receipt in the specially marked box by the cashier and HRA will receive a percentage of those sales!
