◊  Girls may wear veils or flowers in hair, and a white or off-white dress. They may not wear gloves or carry rosaries or prayer books.  Dresses may have sleeves or be sleeveless but please NO straps or spaghetti straps.  
Please make sure shoes are comfortable and your child can walk in them with ease (higher heels are probably not a good idea).  
◊  Boys need to wear white shirts, dark ties, dark pants, dark socks and dark shoes. They may wear a suit (jacket will be removed for our class picture. 
◊  As you face the altar, girls will sit on the right side of the church and boys will sit on the left side.   The first pews (1 behind the girls and 1 behind the boys) will be auctioned off.  
◊  Please have your child in his/her classroom by 9:45am
◊  No cameras are to be used during the mass.
◊  Professional videos will be taken on both sides of the church. Please specify on order form which side of the church you want. 

◊  Class pictures will be taken immediately after Mass on the alter steps. 

◊  Reception to follow in the school gym for families and friends of the First Communicants.   First Grade parents are the host for this event.  
◊  Individual pictures will be taken by the photographer in church before and after the Mass and reception. 
◊  When paying for pictures and videos, please write check to Michael Horton. 

◊  There will be a pretty backdrop at the reception for you to use when taking your own pictures with your camera. 

◊  Please remind your child to fast for one hour before Mass. 

◊  Please have your child practice how to hold his/her hands to receive Communion. When receiving Communion, if you are LEFT handed put the left under the right and receive Communion out of right hand with left hand. If you are RIGHT handed, put right hand under the left and take Communion out of left hand with the right.   Please make sure your child’s hands and nails are groomed and clean.
We use the acronym ALTAR as a reminder of prayer after Communion.  See additional sheet.  
◊  We need volunteers for ushers and alter servers. 

◊  First Communion is Saturday, April 17th at 10:00am.
Party in classrooms on Monday following 1st Communion. More info to follow. 

Blessing of religious articles by Father will be done the Wednesday following 1st Communion.  More info to follow.  
May Crowning is on May 7th this year for the HRA students and on May   for the Holy Rosary CCD students.   Your child will wear their 1st Communion clothing for that ceremony (no veils or suit jackets for this).  Time and more info to follow.
